Some important rules to remember,

Passing is permitted on the left and only on the long straightaway after you receive the hand
signal from the dver you wish to passklash your lights to signify your desire to pass.

Cars being passed are required to stay to the right and lift off the accelerator until the pass is
completed.



Drive keeping a safe distance from the car in front of you. ( 5 Car lengths)

The end of a 6 lap session will be indicated by a checkered flag requiring all cars to slow, complete a cool down lap and
exit the track.

Please be prepared to help and take turns with the flag and pit crew duties.
Pit Crew

Prepare the group of 6 cars or less,at the ready area in order, fastest cars in front.
Release cars every 15 seconds as the car in frormounds the first corner.

After the group is released on the track, begin preparing the next group.

Watch for any unsafe situation and communicate with other crew members.

Flag Man

Watch the track continually for signs of any problems.

Wave the flag vigorously if there is a car having a problem or any unsafe situation.
Keep count of the number of laps. As the first car to start rounds the final corner before
the finish line for the sixth time, vigorously wave the checkered flag for the entire
group.

Communicate with other ground crew and NCCAR officials.

Flags
Black Flag

Slow and safely exit the track ASAP while watching for problems.
Pull off the track on the side and stop only if the track is blocked.

Checkered Flag

Your track session is complete.
Finish your cool down lap and exit the track.

Basic Track Procedures,

When CFC arrives at NCCAR we will wait outside the main gate
untill it opens at 10AM.

Drive as a group to the inspection / prep area adjacent to the tower
just before entering the track.

Remove any loose articles and the drivers floor mat from the car

and place them in the picnic table area.

Get your helmet out and place it on the drivers seat for inspection.

Wait with your car with your hood open for inspection.

| will come around with the NCCAR release for every driver and passenger to sign.
After inspection we will do a couple warm up laps following a pace car.

The track officials are looking for a good technique (following the correct line) to insure
you are ready to drive on the track at speed. (Track map attached)

After the warm up, park in the staging area in rows with your group.

Group one on the right , Group two on the left.

Please be prepared to help and take turns with the flag and pit crew duties.

Please let the NCCAR people do their work.

We want to get on the track ASAP.

After we start please ask them anything you wish. They are a very knowledgeable
source.

We take a lunch break about half way. During this time any drivers that would like to do
"parade laps under 70 MPH" may do so.

They provide picnic tables and a porta potty. You need to bring any drinks and food.
You should arrive with at least 3/4 tank of gas.
